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Sammanfattning

Syftet med denna uppsats var att analysera hur néjda alumner i
matematik och matematisk statistik &r med sin utbildning mot bak-
grund av deras huvudadmne, kén och nuvarande 16n, samt mot bak-
grund av deras instéllning till olika moment i sin utbildning och nu-
varande syssels dttning. Analysen genomférdes med hjélp av resultat
fran en enkédt som Naturvetenskapliga fakulteten gjort angiende ut-
bildning och arbetsmarknad. T uppsatsen lades storst fokus péa att
analysera fragan om alumnerna skulle vélja samma utbildning igen
med héansyn till deras inriktning pa utbildningen, deras kon och de-
ras 16n i ett antal olika kumulativa logit modeller. Slutligen jamfoérdes
sambanden mellan denna fraga och ett antal 6vriga valda fragor fran
enkéten for respektive inriktning. Resultatet visade att kon och 16n har
betydelse for huruvida alumnerna skulle vélja samma utbildning igen
medan inriktning visade sig inte ha nagon betydelse alls. De 6vriga
valda fragorna visade inget intressant resultat.
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Abstract

The purpose of this paper was to analyze how satisfied alumni in
mathematics and mathematical statistics are with their education in
view of their main subject, gender and current wage, and also in view
of their opinion to different elements in their education and current
employment. The analysis was conducted by using the results from a
survey that the Faculty of Science made regarding education and la-
bor market. The greatest focus in the paper was analyzing the question
whether the alumni would choose the same education again with re-
spect to their specialization of their education, their gender and their
wage in a number of cumulative logit models. Finally, the relationships
between this question and a number of other selected questions from
the survey got compared for each specialization. The results showed
that gender and wage are important in whether alumni would choose
the same education again while specialization was found to have no
significance. The other selected questions showed no interesting results
at all.
